MEDICAL TEAMS ABROAD PROGRAM  

The Medical Team Abroad Program stretches across national borders to provide essential medical care 
to children and their families.  Teams of medical and non-medical professionals volunteer their time 
and services to provide health screening and on-site surgeries to children and their families in less 
developed countries.  4ÈÒÅÅ ÆÕÎÄÒÁÉÓÅÒÓ ×ÅÒÅ ÓÐÏÎÓÏÒÅÄ ÂÙ "ÌÁÎÃÁȭÓ House.  Revenue raised totaled 
$31,866.80.  Volunteers directly finance their own expenditures, whether through their personal 
contribution or subsidized by individual fundraisers. These expenses include airfare, lodging, and 
food.  "ÌÁÎÃÁȭÓ (ÏÕÓÅ ÁÒÒÁÎÇÅÓ in-country housing, food and transportation in cooperation with local 
hosts.  The size and scope of missions has increased significantly during from 2008 to 2009, as has the 

value of donated services. Over 550 children and adults received services through this program, of
